Presents a deep red color with violet 
hues. The nose offers spices, cassis, red 
fruits, vanilla and chocolate.

proemio reserva

The reserve wines of Proemio are singular because of the great character 
they possess, due to outstanding grapes used for its level coming from old 
vines; 100 year old vines gave birth to the awards winning Reserve Malbec 
2003. Also the French oak aging for 12 months and 12 months in bottle 
before releasing it to the market provides a harmoniously structured, full 
bodied and long lasting finish wine. 

proemio varietales

The wines are created starting with fine and selected grapes from Luján de 
Cuyo, Tupungato and Tunuyán valleys; ideal places for their growing due 
to its favorable climatic conditions and rocky soils. The altitude, the 
excellent temperature amplitude, and the abundant exposure to the Andes 
sun, all leaves their notable signature on the grapes. 

Malbec Reserve

Deep violet color with ruby red tones. 
Boysenberry and blueberry aromas, 
leather and tobacco. Round and 
full-bodied, with chocolate and red 
fruit flavors, hints of vanilla, soft spices 
and tobacco. Pair with fatty red meats, 
poultry and pasta with light sauces. 
Drink now or cellar for 6 years. 

Cabernet Sauvignon Reserve

Deep ruby red color with soft violet 
tones. Mixed aromas of roasted red 
pepper, red berry jam and vanilla. 
Round and full-bodied, showing 
blackberry and cassis flavors with hints 
of vanilla, soft spices and tobacco. Pair 
with red meats, strong cheese and pasta. 
Drink now or cellar for 6 years.

Cabernet Sauvignon

Exceptional intense cherry red with brilliant 
ruby sparkles. Intense aroma of cherries, 
blackberries with hints of pepper and coffee. 

Merlot

Black cherry color with ruby red tones. 
Delicate aroma of red berries, goose 
berries, plums and black currant. 

Bonarda

Garnet red with cherry and ruby 
sparkles. Aromas of strawberry, cherry 
and black currants with soft spices. 

Malbec

Deep dark cherry color, with hints of violet. 
Expressive aromas of violets, plums, and 
cherry jam. Boysenberries, plums, mature 
cherries, chocolate and soft spices. 

Syrah

Intense dark red with shades of violet. 
Smooth aroma of dried fruits, figs, mild 
spices and coconut.
